30 per cent of who relocate to Tier-!
cities for JOBSafter graduation.

Thenextwaveoftechnologyhubs
will emerge from cities such as
Chandigarh, Kanpur, Ahmedabad,
Mangaluru andNagpur,with incen-
tives like reducedcostof operations,
betteraccess totalentpoolandlower
attritionapartfromstategovernment
support in terms of infrastructure
andpolicies.

Companies like Infosys, Wipro,
HCLTech andWNS have operations
inoneormorecities in theseemerg-
inghubs.

Pertainingtothestartupuniverse,
the report highlights that as of 2022,
over 7,000 start-ups are operating
from emerging hubs and in fields
from DeepTech to BPM services.
These companies have grown by 50
per cent from 2014 to 2018, and are
expected to grow2.2Xby 2025.

On Tuesday, OpenAI, the firm that
owns the artificial intelligence-pow-
ered (AI) tool ChatGPT, announced
a product aimed at the enterprise
segment.

ChatGPTEnterprisewillofferen-
terprise-grade security and privacy,
and unlimited high-speed ChatGPT
4access amongvarious features.

The obvious question that arises
is the impact of this on the informa-
tiontechnology(IT)servicesplayers.
Analysts believe this is an opportu-
nity for the sector.

ChatGPT, launchedjustninemo-
nths ago, has seen IT personnel ad-
opt it in over 80 per cent of Fortune
500companies,saidthecompanyon
its website as it unveiled the enter-
prise tool.

ThelaunchofChatGPTforenter-
prisecomesatatimewhenITplayers
are building their own versions of a
similarplatformfor theirclients.Ac-
centure, TCS, Infosys and HCLTech
are only a few of a long list of com-
paniesthathavedeclaredtheir inten-
tiontohaveasignificantpresence in
generativeAI (GenAI) capabilities.

JimHare, distinguished VP ana-
lyst, analytics and AI, Gartner, says
thatChatGPTEnterpriseprovidesan
additional opportunity to com-
panies.Theycouldengageenterpris-
es offering services to organisations,
who want to use an out-of-the box
GenAI tool, andconnect itwith their
internal data, he explained.

“I don’t see it disrupting the IT
servicesecosystem.OpenAIalsohas-

n’t sharedtheirpricingandlicensing
model for ChatGPT Enterprise. It’s
unclear if there isbetter value in this
newtoolversususingMicrosoft’sver-
sions or custom-built ones,” he said.

Even if ChatGPT
Enterpriseisanopportunity,
analysts pointed out that
enterprises would need to
take a calibrated approach.

Phil Fersht, chief execu-
tiveofficerandchiefanalyst
of HfS Research, says that
the enterprise world is still
absorbing the generative AI
overload and there are
issues that need to be crys-
tallised.“Enterprisesarestill
struggling to adopt the
cloud!Andweshouldrememberthat
progresswithGenAI is onlypossible
whenyoufixyourdatainfrastructure
and integrate cloud and your other
AI tools,” he said.

“With that, you have to digest all
those surveyswithdataonadoption
rates with a big pinch of salt as con-

sultantsandtechfirmsvieto leadthe
GenAInarrative.Forexample,many
traditional NLP (natural language
processing) projects are getting
relabelled as GenAI to make them

sound more appealing
among many other initia-
tives using older AI tech,”
addedFersht.

Hesaidthepathtoincor-
porateGenAIintotheenter-
prise segment was fraught
with challenges. Anything
touching customer or emp-
loyee data is more scrut-
inisedthanever,andGenAI
opens up a can of worms
whenitcomestoimmersing
it into the enterprise.

Headded: “MostGenAIusecases
usepublicdatatoday.Gettingenterp-
rises to share private datawill be ch-
allenging, if not impossible.Wehear
aboutapproachesfordataanonymis-
ation and data impact assessments.
But as we saw with GDPR (General
Data Protection Regulation), in the

end the courts will be the arbiters of
the effectiveness of those
approaches.”

It’s this complexity thatmaygive
anedgetoITservicesandconsulting
players. “Enterprises will likely ask
ITserviceproviderswhichapproach
isbetterbasedon thebusiness value
andusecases.Serviceprovidershave
an additional opportunity to create-
/deliverservicesforthoseenterprises
thatwanttouseChatGPTEnterprise
for certainuse cases butwithout the
dataprivacy/securityconcerns,”said
Hare ofGartner.

IndianITservices firmsaswellas
global services and consulting
players like Accenture and Lenovo
have announced plans to invest bil-
lions in creating expertise in the
GenAI space. Indian firms such as
Tata Consultancy Services (TCS),
Infosys,HCLTechandWiproarealso
working with hyperscalers (large
cloud service providers) like Google
andMicrosoft.

Fersht pointed out that GenAI is
not free. “To attract talent for data
management, the rare breed of
prompt engineers, or even to run
your foundationalmodel, it requires
deep pockets. And that is before the
debate around the carbon footprint
ofAI isgettingstarted,”heobserved.

“Besides, getting access to the IT
infrastructure to build these langu-
agemodels becomes expensive, and
building business cases and longer-
term viable cost models is going to
dominatesourcingdiscussionsinthe
coming months,” cautions Fersht,
who recommended enterprises to
start buildingbusiness cases first.

It will be rolled out on the
Google App on Android and the
iOS in the comingweek.

Google has also introduced
other features that are unique to
SGE in India.

For instance, a person can
switch from an English result to
Hindibytappingthelanguagetog-
gle button and listen to the
response with “Text-To-Speech”
by tapping the “Listen”button.

Consumerswill soonbeable to
tap the microphone icon in con-
versationalmode to ask follow-up
questions instead of typing them.

The conversational mode will
enable users to intuitively learn
more about the topic they are
exploring.
